CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF LAST A.G.M.

The minutes of the last (1983) A.G.M. were taken as read and confirmed.
Acceptance of Minutes proposed by Phil Caws, seconded by Dave Barnes.

MATTERS ARISING:

CHATIRMAN'S REPORT:

This was published in the February/March 1984 magazine, and was taken
as read. Proposed by Phil Caws; seconded by Roger Warwick.

FINANCIAL REPORT AND BALANCE SHEET:

The Income and Expenditure Account and the Balance Sheet for the year
ended 31st December 1983 were circulated prior to the meeting, and the
books were open for inspection. Acceptance of the financial statements
was proposed by Tom de Waal and seconded by John Whittaker.

Les placed on record his thanks to Dave for accounting assistance,
Roger Warwick for auditing and Philip Gatenby for photocopying various
documents during the year.

The Club is financially sound with reasonable cash investments, although
Les felt that a higher level of investment would be desirable in order
to be able to meet future expenses. A new Roneo machine, for example
now costs approximately R1800.00. There was also the possibility that
the Club could be offered property, possibly a Forestry cottage in the
Berg, and funds would be reguired to renovate and maintain this.
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While it was not clear at this stage what demands might be made of Club
funds in the future, the Chairman expressed the view that it lead to a
feeling of security to know that there was a reasonable balance
available to meet most eventualities. As the Club's subscriptions were
last increased with effect from January 1981, Les proposed that they be
increased with effect from January 1985. A lengthy debate ensued, with
most members expressing the opinion that subscriptions, were, in fact,
very low in relation to those of similar organisations. Various
proposals were put forward, and the following subs, effective from
January 1985, were finally accepted by the meeting:

Entrance Fee R5.00 {Effective immediately)

T

Single Members R8.00
Couples : R10.00
Country Members : R6.00

The above subs represent an increase in R3.00 in entrance fee and an
increase in R2.00 in subscriptions.

Philip expressed the view that too large a proportion of money charged
on hikes was being absorbed into Club funds. He felt that virtually all
the money should be paid over to the drivers and that if the Club
needed funds, the subs should be raised accordingly. Les noted that
approximately 25% was taken into Club funds from hike charges. This
lead to some discussion, from which it emerged that the majority of
members felt that the proportion absorbed into Club funds was not
unreasonable.

Philip also raised the somewhat confused issue of tent hire charges,
and it was clarified that persons on Berg trips would pay a R1.00 levy
which is deemed to cover tent hire, use of Club infrastructure etc.
Lawrence noted that the tents were in poor condition, and a specific
charge for tent hire was thus undesirable.

The subject of depreciation was mentioned by Les who drew attention to
the fact that Club assets had been depreciated to arrive at a very
conservative figure. It was in the Club's interests not to over-value
assets, since these would not realise anything like their original
coasts if they were disposed of.

Peter thanked Les for his work as Treasurer during the year.
