It is impossible to say uhich piece of
photographic equipment is e most important. A camera
without film is as useless as & projector without
any slides. Bowever, we are to assume that wz have
equipment, and now have & selection of slides which
we wish %o project.

Upon entering cur favourite vhotographic
shops, we ars confronted by a large and impressive
array of projectors. Some are fitted with blowers,
some have remote slide changing control, while
others have neither of these features and are only
simple projectors., fhich type ol vrojector are -
we t0 choose to show cur slices to maximum
advantage? There are three main features which we
should consider before deciding:
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hermoscone, or slide therometer , will help us with this
decision. The thermoscone consists of a therometer
mounted in such a wayv that it can be placed in the

slide carrier, end will record the actucl heat to

which the slicde is subjected. This is an easy experi-
ment to conduct ss it is only necessary to allow the
projentor to run for about 10 minutes with the ther-
moscove fitted and notz the final texperature. The

temperature should not, after 10 minutes, exceed 15C
degrees I'. Some projectors run as cool as 120 degrees
T, while others resch temneratures as aizh as 180

deprees F. ‘

Our final test is to establish which projector
will give the maximum sharoess. T@is San Pnly be
done by examining a olide projected on:o the gersen.
Study any fine detail in the gslide, and compare this
with the detail given by cnother similar projector.

Hzving cerried out these tests, we shoul@ be
in a position to decide which projector W}ll give us
best value for money, and also afford maximuml Lro-
tection from heat. _ .
